Rebbi Yochanan says that any Bracha with doesn’t mention
Hashem being the King is not a Bracha. (Brachos 40a) Therefore, all
of our Brachos have the Nusach “Elokeinu Melech HaOlam” — G-d
is the King of the world. This is hinted at by David Hamelech in
Tehilim (145:1) “I will extol my G-d the King” is 7'm 1n*p17x. “And I
will bless Your name forever” is n%7wn. “Elokeinu Melech
HaOlam.”

Tosafos ask how is it, that 7nis not mentioned in any of the
Brachos of the Amidah? The Nusach of all the Brachos is only 12
'n nnX without 11'71'7X. Before we see the answer of Tosafos, we'll
bring several others.

The Rosh answers that the words “21man 7-8n” are considered
“Kingship”. The Sefer Haminhagos brings an opinion in the name
of Rav Hai Gaon that the words at the end of the Bracha “11iy 1"
are considered to be at the beginning of the Bracha. The rest of the
Brachos of the Amidah (which are juxtaposed one to the other) rely
on the Kingship in the first Bracha.

The Tosafos answer that “Dnnax '178” is Malchus (Kingship),
because Avraham Avinu enthroned Hashem in the world. Rebbe
Yochanan said in the name of the Rebbe Shimon bar Yochai
(Brachos 7b) that Avraham was the first person in the world to call
Hashem “Master”. What does this mean? Chazal say that the Avos
are like a carriage. Just like a carriage transfers people from place
to place, so too Avraham and the other Avos transferred Hashem
from the heavens down to the earth. They made Hashem’s
existence known to people, made people aware that there is a
Master of the world. Rashi adds (Breishis 24:7) that initially
Hashem was “G-d of the Heavens”, but after Avraham spread the
word, Hashem is “G-d of the heavens and G-d of the earth”.

As we start the Amidah, we need to deepen our belief in the
existence of Hashem, Master of the world, and recognize the
importance of spreading knowledge of Hashem like Avraham
Avinu, so that we too can be carriages transporting Hashem.

Mishneh Berurah Q&A

Questions and answers culled from the Keter Hatorah Semicha Program in Shulchan Aruch Orach Chaim with the Mishneh Berurah. For details on
this program see www.keterhatorah.com.

Q At the Kiddush for Dovid Berkowitz's aufruf, his father-in-law-
to-be, Harry Brochstein, had a large bottle of Johnnie Walker
Blue Label Whisky at the head table, and Harry insisted on making
Kiddush on a 1 oz shot of whisky. According to the M.B., may he
fulfill the mitzvah of Kiddush on Shabbos morning with a 1 oz shot
of whisky?

No. The M.B. holds that if Harry wants to use whisky for

Kiddush, he must use a cup that holds at least 3 oz of whis-
ky, and then drink at least half of that without interruption. If Har-
ry cannot drink this amount himself, he may share the Kiddush
cup with others until at least half of the whisky in the cup has been
finished (but again, this must be done without interruption and
within 3 to 4 minutes). However, the TAZ holds that since whisky
is a significant drink — even when one has only an ounce — one
may be lenient and make Kiddush on just an ounce of whisky.

Moe Shapiro came home from davening on

Shabbos day and made Kiddush in his home.
He then had a small piece of kokosh cake, and
planned to wash for his main Shabbos meal imme-
diately upon completion of his cake. Does Moe
need to say the brocho of al hamichya on the kokosh
cake he ate before the meal?

No. The A.H. holds that the kokosh cake be-

fore the main meal is considered part of the

main meal and, when Moe eventually finishes his

main meal, he may bentch normally. The M.B.

agrees in principle, but suggests that when Moe

bentches, he should have specific intent that his

bentching also covers the kokosh cake that he ate
before his main meal.
