Bnei Yisrael merited to receive
the mitzvah of Sukkah in or-
der to relive the miracle of the
anonei hakavod. The Mabit
points out that we did not re-
ceive a mitzvah to relive the
chesed that Hashem did with
Bnei Yisrael by providing them
with the mon and the water,
via the be’er Miriam, during this same time peri-
od of travelling the desert. It seems, that we
should be just as grateful that Hashem provided
these basic necessities, as we are grateful that he
provided this protection.

The Mabit answers this question with an im-
portant insight: If Hashem took us to the desert
in a sense, He has a responsibility to support us
with food and water, lest the bnei Yisrael perish.
However, this is not the case with shelter — the
Jews could have survived in the desert without
this special protection. But that, in fact, is the rea-
son this miracle was chosen to be celebrated: be-
cause the anonei hakavod were not necessary, ra-
ther they were an added perk. The Mabit contin-
ues to explain that Chazal tell us that we merited
the anonei hakavod due to the actions of Aharon
Hakohen. What was so special about Aharon
Hakohen? He was an oheiv shalom and rodef sha-
lom, going beyond his call of duty to bring peace
between people. Mida kinegged mida, Hashem al-
so went the extra mile in the merit of Aharon
Hakohen by providing us with shelter.

I would like to make an observation in regard to
the way that Jews perform the mitzvah of suk-
kah: Many times there are situations that techni-
cally one can be exempt from eating in a sukkah
(such as, when eating a meal without bread, or
while traveling), yet even in these situations,

During the last week of Bein Hazmanim, there are several

davening time changes to note:

. SHACHARIS: 6:20 minyon will be starting 4 to 8
minutes later than normal (see schedule on the last
page), even on FRIDAY, ROSH CHODESH. This is
because Sunrise (even astronomical sunsrise) is so late.
This will last until Friday (27-Oct-17), and on Sunday
(29-Oct-17) when the clocks change, the schedule will
go back to normal.

J MINCHA: The first minyon meets at 13:00 and the
second minyon meets at 15:15. During the last week
of bein hazmanim there is an extra minyon for Mincha
at 20 minutes before Shekiah. When the clocks
change on on 29-Oct-17, this first minyon will change
to 12:45

. MAARIV: Through the end of bein Hazmanim there
are three minyonim (19:00, 20:15 and 21:00). Starting
22-Oct-17 the 20:15 minyon will end and only the
other two minyonim will remain.

We see here a full circle: Hashem was benevo-
lent to us and we have this mitzvah of Sukkah to
appreciate that special connection; and we go
out of our way to do the mitzvah even beyond
the ways that are commanded of us.

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Sukas opavid
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We will deviate from the regular Tefilah and instead focus
on the addition to Bircas Hamazon which we will be
saying during the coming week. We ask Hashem to
resurrect the falling Sukah of David. What does this
mean? We'll bring several explanations, but a simple
“Sukah” is not one of them.

The pnn is based on the Navi Amos (9:11) who
prophesizes about the future: On that day I will resurrect
the falling Sukah of David and I will repair its breaches,
and I will lift up its ruins, and I will build it as in yore.
The Targum (brought by Rashi) translates the words
“Sukat David” as the Kingdom of David. So does the
Radak, who explains that it is because a king overlooks
the people like the Schach is over the Sukah. An alternate
explanation is brought by the Mahari Kara who says that
Sukas David refers to the Beis Hamikdash which Hashem
will build in the future. This follows Tehillim (27:5) »
ny1 o»a nNdpa Ny, which Rashi explains means the Beis
Hamikdash. (This is possibly the source of the custom
(not our custom) brought in Minhagei Chasam Sofer to
only add the yanin on Chol Hamoed, but not Shabbos or
Yom Tov, because we don’t build on those days.)

A third possibility is based on the Gemorah in Sanhedrin
(96b) which explains the verse in Amos mentioned above.
Rav Nachman said to Rebbi Yitzchak: Have you heard
when the “the falling one” will come? Rebbi Yitzchak
replied: Who is “the falling one”? He anwered: The
Moshiach. The Gemorah understands that the falling
Sukah of David refers to the Moshiach who comes from
the lineage of King David. Why is the Moshiach called
“the falling one”? The Maharsha explains that this refers
to Bnei Yisrael who “fall” in exile. Alternatively, the path
to redemption (until the Moshiach is born and Malchus
David is restored) is strewn with ups and downs (i.e.
falls). It is not a smooth journey, but one filled will
challenges. (N7x1a0 NINN IMn)

When we say the |nnin, we in essence are praying to
Hashem to hasten the rebuilding of the Beis Hamikdash,
the restoration of Malchus David, the coming of the
Moshiach. We'll conclude with a Midrash (Breishis Rabba
88:7) which gives many examples of how Hashem is
waiting to bring redemptions (Yosef, Rut, Yehoyachin,
etc.). The Midrash asks: Who is waiting for the falling
Sukah of David to be lifted up? Hashem. Not only is Am
Yisrael waiting for the Moshiach and the rebuilding of the
Beis Hamikdash, but Hashem is too. Through the merit of
our prayers over the Yamim Noraim and this Chag, may
we indeed see the Sukah of David be rebuilt.




Mishneh Berurah Q&A

Reuven's 18 year old nephew Dovid is a star

talmid at his yeshiva in Lakewood. As he is

not yet married (Shadchanim please take
note!), he lights his own Shabbos candles in his
apartment. One erev Shabbos, he was so involved in
his learning that he forgot to light. If he were a wom-
an who forgot, he would have to add an extra candle
on every Shabbos for the rest of his life. Does this
"penalty” also apply to him, so that he must now add
an extra candle forever?

No. Lighting Shabbos candles is one of the

"big three" mitzvahs that apply to women,

so the Rabbis wanted her to be extra careful

to light in honor of every Shabbos. Therefore, only

women who forget to light get this "penalty" and not
men.

Lloyd and Ashley were walking from their

vacation cottage in Southend-on-Sea to The

Finchley Road Shul for Shabbos morning ser-

vices. As they walked along Valkyrie Road, Lloyd

noticed a bulge in his jacket pocket. When he
stopped to examine it, he saw that it was his grand-
father's gold pocket watch — which he realized he
may not carry as there was no eruv in the area. What
would be the better way to get the watch back to the
vacation cottage? Should Lloyd walk three steps,
stop, and then take another three steps, repeating
this procedure until he reaches the cottage? Or
should Lloyd walk three steps with his son, pass the
watch to his son, walk another three steps together,
and then have Ashley pass the watch back to his fa-
ther — even though they do not stop walking before
or after passing the watch?

It is better that the two of them walk three

steps and then pass the watch between

them after each three steps. Since they are

trading off after three steps, there is no need to stop

walking. Note that it is a Biblical prohibition for
them to take a fourth step while carrying the watch.

As Ashley was walking to mincha on Shabbos

afternoon in Southend-On-Sea (a city without

an eruv), he found a Rubic's cube on the
pavement. What can he do? 1) He is permitted,
lechatchila, to pick up the cube and walk three steps
while holding it in his hand, then put it back on the
pavement; or 2) He is Rabbinically forbidden from
picking it up and carrying it, lest Ashley walk four (4)
steps while holding the cube.

1) Ashley is, lechatchila, permitted to pick up

something, carry it 3 steps, and put it down,

both Biblically and Rabbinically. Ashley must

only ensure that he does not carry it 4 steps, which is a
Biblical prohibition.

As Ashley walked back from the Finchley Road

Shul in Southend-on-Sea on Shabbos day, he

realized that he had left a dirty tissue in his

jacket pocket — even though his father had reminded

him not to leave anything in his pockets because there

was no eruv in the city and it was forbidden to carry.

May Ashley stop walking, quickly remove the tissue

from his pocket, and throw it on the pavement

(sidewalk)?

No. If Ashley were to stop and place the tissue

on the pavement, he would be committing an

aveira of placing the tissue on the pavement. It

would be preferable for him to place the tissue on a

makom patur such as the top of a post box or fire hydrant

while he was still walking. Or, if he stopped walking,

he may invert his pocket and allow the tissue to fall out

(but without touching it); or, if he touched the tissue

while stopped, he may place it on his shoulder and
allow the wind to blow it off.

As Ashley walked home from the Finchley

Road shul on Friday night, he realized that he

had his gloves in his coat pockets. He
remembered that there was no eruv in the area and that
he was not supposed to carry the gloves. What should
he do at this time so that he doesn't lose his gloves and
that he also does not carry in the reshus harabim?

Ashley should invert his pockets so that the

gloves fall to the pavement — but he should

not place them on the pavement. Once they

are on the pavement, he may crouch down and place
the gloves on his hands and then walk home normally.

Releasing Potential

And God said: 'Behold, I have given you every herb yield-
ing seed, which is upon the face of all the earth, and every
tree, in which is the fruit of a tree yielding seed--to you it
shall be for food,; (Bereishis 1:29)

he Vilna Gaon asks “What is the

ma’amar which Chazal attribute to this

pasuk?” (a ma’amar means an utter-

ance of Hashem’s name which causes
creation). “This pasuk seems merely to summa-
rize all of the creation until now.” And he an-
swers “It is true that there was food in existence
beforehand, but it was not yet ready for human
consumption. With the utterance of ‘I’chem yi-
heye 'achlam’, it became a usable food item.”

We can learn from this that even though we
may have an abundance of usable things, they
do not become useful in a real sense until there is
a ma’amar from Hashem. It seems to me that the
utterance of a brocha will release the potential in
the foods that we eat so that they can genuinely
be sustaining. So too, when we acknowledge
Hakadosh Baruch Hu’s involvement in all that we
do, when we say “Im Yirtzeh Hashem” or
“Be’ezras Hashem” by including Hakadosh Baruch
Hu we can access the potential of the brocho that
Hashem has given us.
