As is permitted, they ate
meat and drank wine to celebrate the occasion. When they
finished the meal, Dovid led the bentching while holding a
cup of wine. When he completes the bentching, is he per-
mitted to drink the wine in this cup?

Yes. The "cos shel brocho" (cup of wine that is held

during bentching) is considered part of the meal

and, as such, Dovid is permitted to drink from it —

just as he was permitted to drink wine during the rest of the
meal — despite the fact that it is during the "9 days."
