Finishing Up The Job 
“Pinchas, the son of Elazar, the son of 
Aharon the priest, has turned my wrath 
away from the children of Yisrael, in that 
he was zealous for my sake among 
them” (Bamidbar 25:11) 

The Gemara in Bava Basra (10a) 
poses a powerful question: If 
Hashem cares so deeply for His 
creations, why doesn’t He provide 
them with financial stability? Why 
do poor people exist, needing support from others? This 
question is one I’ve personally heard countless times, 
especially from those who speculate that poverty must be 
Hashem’s will for those poor people (and therefore I 
shouldn’t have to help them). 

The Gemara teaches that the existence of poor individuals 
is intentional: Hashem created this reality to grant us the 
opportunity to sustain them. It emphasizes the 
tremendous reward awaiting those who give ĵedakah 
and support others. The Medrash says in Vayikra Raba 
(34:8) - ÊהעניÊהעניÊעםÊעושהÊהביתÊשבעלÊממהÊיותרÊיהושעÊ'רÊתני

Êהבית Êבעל Êעם  The poor person is doing more for – עושה
the person giving him money than the 
person is doing for him (the poor person). 

We’re all familiar with the connection 
between Eliyahu HaNavi and the miĵvah 
of Bris Milah. Why was Eliyahu chosen to 
aĴend every bris? I once saw a beautiful 
explanation: If Hashem wanted 
people to be circumcised, why 
didn’t He create them that way? 
The answer is the same: 
performing a bris is partnering with 
Hashem in completing Creation 
and Hashem wanted to give us the 
opportunity to partner with Him 
in this Miĵvah.

The Rav’s Tuesday shiur is learning the laws of the three 
weeks. Are you ready? Test yourself with these questions: 

Q&A: Shoes for the Three Weeks 

Q Levy wanted to buy his wife 
Yocheved a gift, so the day be-
fore Rosh Chodesh Av he took 

her to the Shops at Woodbury Commons. 
She ended up in the Bass Shoe Outlet and decided on two 
pairs of leather Weejuns (black and brown). Is Levy, an 
Ashkenazi Jew, permiĴed to buy these leather shoes for his 
wife during this portion of the "three weeks"?   

A Yes. While we refrain during the "three weeks" 
from buying new items that require one to say the 
brocho of "shehecheyanu," one does not say this 

brocho on new leather shoes. Therefore, there is no problem 
purchasing them. However, it would not be proper to buy 
them during the "nine days."   OC 551; M.B. 45 

Q&A: Save Some Cherries For 
Shabbos 

Q Mrs. Kagan picked up some cherries at the "Half 
Free" supermarket on Sunday during the 
"nine days" — the first cherries that she 

saw all summer. Why is it proper for her to 
save this fruit until Shabbos and eat it at that 
time?    

A The custom amongst Ashkena-
zim is not to say the brocho of 
shehecheyanu during the "three 

weeks", but, on Shabbos they are lenient and will say this 
brocho. Therefore, since this is the first time Mrs. Kagan will 
be eating this fruit all season, she will need to say a brocho 
of shehecheyanu, and she should, therefore, wait until Shab-
bos so that she may say the brocho without question.

At the beginning of this week’s parsha, Pinchas—who 
eventually becomes Eliyahu HaNavi—is granted a 
special blessing of the covenant of peace, “because he 
was zealous in My stead.” Rav Moshe Feinstein (1895-
1986) explains that we see from this that those who 
actively fulfill Hashem’s work receive a unique bracha. 
Their efforts bring a wholeness to the world that 
nothing else can, and they are rewarded accordingly. 
The word Shalom (peace) comes from the word 
Shalem, which means complete.  

This principle extends to other miĵvos as well. Chazal 
teach that there are miĵvos which are often neglected, 
and when you choose to do them, the reward is even 
greater. This runs counter to human nature—most 
people gravitate towards what’s popular or easy. But 
one who stands firm in conviction, even when it’s 
unpopular, forges a deeper connection with Hashem 
and merits a unique closeness to Hashem. 

The lesson from Pinchas and Eliyahu—the Malach 
HaBris—is clear: Those who rise to the occasion, 
whether giving charity or performing difficult 
miĵvos, especially when it’s not popular, are truly 
soldiers of Hashem. They earn not only spiritual 
reward but also a heightened sense of Divine 
Providence in every facet of their life.

הגמרא שואל: מדוע קיימת עוני? "אם אלקיכם אוהב עניים 
הוא מפני מה אינו מפרנסן?" (בבא בתרא י:א).  יש שטענו כי 
העוני הוא רצון ה', ולכן אם עוזרים לעניים פועלים נגד 

 רצונו.  

אבל הגמרא מסבירה כי קיום העוני הוא מכוון: הקב"ה ברא 
מציאות זו כדי לתת לנו את ההזדמנות לפרנס את העניים. 
"כדי שניצול אנו בהן מדינה של גיהנם" (שם). יש שכר עצום 
הממתין למי שנותן צדקה ותומך באחרים. המדרש אומר, 
"תני ר' יהושע, יותר ממה שבעל הבית עושה עם העני, העני 

 עושה עם בעל הבית" (ויקרא רבה לד:ח)

זכה   –שהפך לאליהו הנביא    –בתחילת פרשת השבוע, פנחס  .
לברכה מיוחדת של ברית שלום, "בקנאו את קנאתי בתוכם". 
הרב משה פיינשטיין מסביר כי מכאן אנו לומדים שמי 
שמקיים את רצון ה' באופן פעיל משתתף עם הקב"ה להביא 
שלמות ייחודית לעולם, וזוכה לשכר בהתאם. זו משמעות 

 המילה "שלום", שמקורה במילה "שלם".  

זה גם מסביר מדוע אליהו הנביא נוכח בכל ברית מילה.  
אפשר לשאול: אם הקב"ה רצה שנהיו נימולים, מדוע לא  
ברא אותנו כך מלכתחילה? התשובה דומה לזו שצוינה לעיל: 
הקב"ה נתן לנו את ההזדמנות, באמצעות קיום מצוות ברית  
 מילה, לשתף פעולה עמו באופן פעיל בהשלמת הבריאה. 

עיקרון זה חל גם על מצוות אחרות, במיוחד אלו שמוזנחות 
לעיתים. חז"ל מלמדים כי מצוות שנטושות זוכות לשכר גדול 
יותר. בעוד הטבע האנושי נוטה למצוות יותר מקובלות או 

במיוחד   –קלות, מי שמקיים את מצוות ה' מתוך אמונה  
יוצר קשר עמוק יותר עם   –כשזה מאתגר או פחות מקובל  

 הקב"ה וזוכה לקרבה ייחודית אליו.

ברור: מי שעומד   –מלאך הברית    –הלקח מפנחס ואליהו  
באתגר, בין אם על ידי מתן צדקה ובין אם על ידי קיום 
מצוות קשות, הופך לחייל אמיתי של הקב"ה. מעשיו זוכים לא 
רק לשכר רוחני, אלא גם לתחושה מוגברת של השגחה 

 אלוקית בכל היבט של חייו.
