True Reward 
“…that you will not do us harm, just as 
we have not mistreated you but have 
always dealt kindly with you and sent 
you away in peace. From now on, be you 
blessed of Hashem!” (Bereishis 26:29) 

Avimelech tells Yiĵchak that he is 
expected not to do any harm to his 
people, as they only did good to 
him and sent him off in peace. But 
in reality Avimelech’s nation 
mistreated Yiĵchak greatly, and Yiĵchak should 
have received compensation. Why did Avimelech feel 
this was sufficient? 

Rav Zalman Soroĵkin (1881–1966) explains this based 
on part of the Purim story. Bigson and Seresh ploĴed 
to kill Achashveirosh and by ‘chance’ Mordechai 
overheard their discussion. Esther related this to the 
king in the name of Mordechai. Then, one night when 
the king could not sleep, he asked to have the royal 
chronicles read to him, at which time he discovered 
that Mordechai was not rewarded  
Êדָּבָר) Êעִמּוֹ  Esther 6:3). The question is how לאֹ־נַעֲשָׂה
could it be that such a mighty king did not show 
gratitude to the person who saved his life? To 
uncover the answer, one must consider who was 
saved, and who was the savior.  

It seems to be quite a common occurrence throughout 
the course of history that Jews do good deeds for their 
fellow countrymen and are not rewarded for being 
good citizens. “Be thankful we haven’t harmed you, 
Jew!” is the typical response and repayment! We can 
clearly see this type of response in the two incidents 
mentioned: Achashveiros would say, “We didn’t 
harm Mordechai, and in fact let him go free – that is 
sufficient compensation!” Similarly, Avimelech 
would say to Yiĵchak, “The fact that we let you leave 
with the shirt on your back is more than adequate 
compensation for a Jew who helped a gentile!” This 
was an appropriate answer from Avimelech’s 
standpoint and Yiĵchak understood that. 

We can apply this theme to our present situation. The 
Jews as a nation have gone out of their way to ensure

the safety of the ‘civilians’ of Gaza, while the world 
looks at the Israeli army as commiĴing genocide 
against an innocent people. This seems to be history 
repeating itself yet again!  

We must remember that despite this aĴitude of the 
gentiles, Jews have an obligation to our fellow man which 
is borne out from our obligation to serve Hashem. Each 
person is a ĵelem Elokim and deserves to be treated as 
such.

Q&A: Moo Moo said the Cow 

Q Moshe Rosenberg 
owned a dairy farm in 
Damascus, Pennsylva-

nia. On Shabbos, he had his 
cows milked by gentile men 
in the village. Since milking a 
cow on Shabbos is a Biblical 
prohibition, and it is prohibit-
ed for a Jew to ask a gentile to 
do forbidden work for him on 
Shabbos, how is it permiĴed 
for Moshe to hire these gentiles to milk his cows?   

A Since Moshe's cows would be in pain if they were 
not milked on Shabbos, Moshe is permiĴed to 
have gentiles milk his cows so that he does not 

violate the prohibition of ĵaar baalei chaim (cruelty toward 
animals).  OC 305:20 

Q&A: You Can Lead a Horse to Shabbos 

Q Moshe Rosenberg 
owned 4 horses on his 
dairy farm in Damas-

cus, PA, which his gentile 
workers used to get around 
the fields. On Shabbos, if Ped-
ro, one of the gentile workers, 
leads a horse into a field out-
side of the eruv to graze, 
which will be a bigger prob-
lem for Moshe, the owner: 
1) Pedro rides the horse to the field. 
2) Pedro takes off his coat and puts it on the back of the 

horse, and then walks the horse to the field.  

A 2. It is Biblically prohibited for a Jewish-owned 
animal to carry an object on Shabbos so, if Pedro 
left his coat on the horse, this would cause Moshe 

to violate a Biblical prohibition. However, if Pedro were to 
ride on the horse, this would not be considered that the 
horse is "carrying," since Pedro can walk on his own.
